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MESSAGE FROM THE HEAD 

This week we received infor-
mation from Herts about the 
new national threshold for pen-
alty notices. I will send out a let-
ter with exact details shortly, 
but it is important that you are 
aware of the new regulations 
which come into effect from 
19th August 2024. 

 It states that a penalty notice 
must be considered after a child 
has  10 unauthorised sessions 
for any reason (equivalent to 5 
school days) within a rolling 10 
school week period. A penalty 
fine can be issued for any com-
bination of unauthorised ab-
sences over a 10 week rolling 
period. They can be consecutive 
or non-consecutive and can 
span over two terms. Fines have 
also been increased and are giv-
en to both parents. 

While this will not affect most of 
you, it may affect some families. 
My main concern is for children 
who miss significant amounts of 
time from school. This is time 
that they can never get back.
